Target Faces  The 2 longer distances will be shot in ends of 6 arrows in 4 minutes on 122 cm faces. The 2 
shorter distances will be shot in ends of 6 arrows in 4 minutes on individual, 6 zone 80 cm 
faces, except for barebow, longbow, and juniors that will shoot on a shared single full size 80 
cm face. There will be 4 archers per boss, shooting in two details.

Senior Lady and Gent recurve, compound, barebow and longbow archers will receive a 
trophy & medal at the appropriate distance. 

2ND & 3RD PLACE 
Senior Lady and Gent recurve, compound barebow and longbow archers will receive a 
medal. 

JUNIOR AWARDS 
Junior awards will be awarded according to round entries. 

TEAM AWARDS 
A recurve/compound team will consist of three archers from one club, including at least 
one lady or junior. 

A barebow/longbow team will consist of three archers from one club. 

Will previous trophy winners please return the trophies before or at the event.

We ask anyone entering our competitions that require an agent/scorer that they bring 
someone along on the day of the competition to act as their agent/scorer. Please confirm on 
the entry form if you will have an agent.  

We have a limited field party at the club who will have other duties on the day of the 
competition.
